It provides information on the importance of water 

quality monitoring and how you can get it tested. 

 

Why to test the water? 

 Regular testing is necessary to determine specific water quality problems. 

 To help ensure, one is using water suitable for the intended agricultural use. 

 To help ensure that the drinking water is safe. 

 To help determine the effectiveness of  the water treatment system. 

The quality of a water source may change over time, sometimes suddenly. Many changes can go 

unnoticed as the water may look, smell and taste the same as it always did.
